Definition :

- Airports located in affected area with high risk of transmission of the
CoVID-19 infection are airports announced by ECAA. These airports list are
developed based on the information from world health organization (WHO)
, European centre of disease prevention, FAA and other reputable public
health institutes . this list will be regularly updated.

Reason : the outbreak of novel coronavirus disease (CoViD-19) in the city of
wuhan , people’s Republic of china (PRC) that is causes by SARS-CoV-2 has spread
rapidly in china and worldwide , and has been qualified by WHO as a pandemic on
11 March 2020. Based on the reports published by WHO , the international civil
aviation organization (ICAO) (EB 2020-9 ) providing recommendations to the NAAs
and aircraft and airdrome operators in order to reduce the the risk of spreading of
the SARS-CoV-2 is still on an increase curve and the peak values have not yet been
reached . furthermore the current scientific evidence show a potential
persistence of SARS-CoV-2 on surfaces up to several days depending on the
environment.



For the reasons described above and in order to prevent the spread of the SARS-
CoV-2 from potentially :-

- Contaminated surfaces inside aircraft operated by operators.
- Egyptian airports .
- Aviation companies.

ECAA has decided to issue this safety directive which:-

1- Determines the safety objective to be achieved by ECAA in respect of those
operators/ service providers , and
2- Recommendation corrective actions to be taken achieve that objective .

Safety objective(s) to be achieved : to minimized the risks to passengers, aviation
staff and to the general public, due operations from airports located in affected
areas with high risk of transmission of the CoViD-19 infection by aircraft operators
certified in accordance with ECAR 121 .

Recommended corrective action to be taken :

a- ECAA to ensure, by taking the appropriate national measures , that aircraft
operators under their oversight and involved in commercial air transport of
passengers in accordance with ECAR’s in an affected area with high risk of
transmission of the CoViD-19 infection

- Clean and fully disinfect the aircraft using substance suitable for aviation
use after each flight from an airport located in an affected area with high
risk of transmission of the CoViD-19 infection
Note 1 : such as substance containing 62% - 71% ethanol alcohol , 0.5%
hydrogen peroxide , or 0.1% sodium hypochlorite . Suitability of the
substance should be checked against the aircraft manufactures
documentation.

The operator may implement different disinfection frequency based on a
risk assessment which takes into account the operational circumstances



and the duration of the disinfecting effects of the substance used in such a
case, the operator shall ensure that the aircraft is fully cleaned and
disinfected not later than 24 hours after the departure from an airport
located in an affected area with high risk of transmission of the CoViD-19
infection .

Equip the aircraft with one or more universal precaution kits. Such kits
should be used to protect crew members who are assissing potentially
infectious cases of suspected CoViD-19 and in cleaning up and correctly
discarding any potentially infectious contents .

ECAA to ensure, by taking the appropriate national measures, that :-

All service providers take appropriate measurement related this situation
and make and implements its contingency plans according the regulations
requirements.

ECAA update on impact of CoViD-19 on its operations in response to CoViD-
19 situation , ECAA has taken measures to protect the health of its staff and
limit the spread of the disease . this include the cancellation of all travel
and external meeting , which means that scheduled site visits and audits,
for example, can not take place as planned. The relevant staff are in
contact with their counterparts in our stakeholder organizations to work
together to manage this situation and ensure that no additional risk to
aviation safety arise in these difficult times.

ONGOING DEVELOPMENTS REGARDING THE
NOVEL CORONAVIRUS (2019-nCoV) OUTBREAK

1. There have been new developments in relation to the novel Coronavirus (2019-nCoV) outbreak,
which was first reported in China on December 2019, and described in EB 2020/06 dated 24 January 2020. The
World Health Organization (WHO) Director-General convened a follow-up Emergency Committee meeting on
30 January 2020, in accordance with the International Health Regulations (IHR). The Director-General
declared that the outbreak of 2019-nCoV constitutes a Public Health Emergency of International
Concern (PHEIC), accepted the Committee’s advice and issued advice as Temporary Recommendations
under the IHR (2005).

6. Key information compiled by WHO, ICAO, and other relevant entities are published on the
CAPSCA website (https://www.capsca.org); as well as disseminated by electronic mail through the CAPSCA
network (i.e. CAPSCA global partner organizations from the ICAO Headquarters in Montréal, Canada;

Offices).

7. States that are not yet members of the ICAO CAPSCA programme are strongly encouraged to
become members as per ICAO Assembly Resolution A40-14: Mitigation of the spread of disease through, inter
alia, aircraft disinsection and vector control methods, and the importance of CAPSCA (Collaborative
Arrangement for the Prevention and Management of Public Health Events in Civil Aviation) for implementation.
